Empleyee Cleaning Instructions

Windows, Screens, and Window Sills

Remove all storm windows and screens.

Keep the storm windows near the windows to which they belong.

Clean windows and storm windows with CRL glass cleaner and paper towels
(make sure that they are streak free).

The screens will need to be taken outside to be cleaned. Set them at an angle and
spray them with a hose and then allow them to dry.

The window sills will need to be vacuumed out and cleaned with ammonia-water
and a sponge.

Blinds =
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Outside, set-up two wooden horses about 10 feet apart and lay a ladder across
them.

Lay the blinds along the ladder long-ways.

Spray the blinds off with a hose.

Wipe down the front and back of the blinds with ammonia-water and a sponge.
Spray blinds with hose once again to remove any ammonia.

Hang the blinds to dry.

CRL can also be used when cleaning blinds.

Light Fixtures

Ovens

Remove all light fixtures.

Check all light bulbs to see if they are working properly (replace if needed).
Clean light fixtures with ammonia-water and a sponge.

Rinse-off light fixtures and dry them with a paper towel.

CRL can be used to clean light fixtures as well.

Remove burners, burner covers, burner and temperature dial knobs, oven racks,
and the oven bottom from the oven.

Burners:

Place the burners into a bucket of ammonia-water.
Scrub the burners with S.0.S. pads and dip pads into ammonia-water as needed.
Wire-brushes are also helpful when cleaning the burners.

A flat-head screwdriver may be used to remove grease from small, hard to reach
places.

When finished cleaning the burners, make sure that the burner wholes are not
clogged.

Burner Covers:

Soak the burner covers in a bucket filled with ammonia-water.
Scrub them with S.0.S. pads and dip the pads into ammonia-water as needed.
